The region occupies the territory of 145.7 thousand square
kilometers. The Vologda territory is crossed by important ways connecting central
Russia with the Urals and Siberia. The rivers flowing through the region's territory
carry their waters to the Baltic, White and Caspian seas. The centre of the region is
Vologda. The city of Cherepovets is the first city in the region by its population and
industrial value. It is one of the largest centers of steel and chemical production in
the country.

The Vologda region is a vast wooded area with some 71% of its total land
covered with forests: mostly spruce, but also pine and deciduous (birch, aspen, etc.).
Wood is the most precious treasure of the region. The Vologda region has a really
unique nature. The Sukhona, Yug, Kubena, Sheksna rivers crossing its territory, as
well as numerous lakes being pearls of the Vologda land are sources of water
resources. VVologda region is also characterized by a highly-developed agroindustrial
complex. It produces close to 100% of its needs for cereals, flax fibre, meat, dairy
products, poultry meat and vegetables. Also, Vologda butter, as well as Vologda
lace, is nowadays known world-wide.

The Vologda region is famous for the number and significance of its
historical and cultural monuments: the Vologda Kremlin; Spaso-Prilutsky, Kirillo-
Belozersky, St. Ferapont, St. Michael and Archangel monasteries. Ancient towns of
Vologda,

Veliky Ustyug, Tot'ma, Ustyuzhna, Belozersk and Kirillov are well known all
over the country.

In old Russia, Maslenitsa began on the Sunday eight weeks before Easter and
rose to a pitch of merrymaking which ended abruptly eight days later on the evening
of the following Sunday. Every day of Maslenitsa, before the long weeks of Lent
(Bemukwuit moct), when all butter was prohibited, Russian consumed huge quantities
of bliny (pancakes) smothered in butter, at every meal. Maslenitsa means “Butter
Week” in Russia. All restaurants and taverns served bliny, always cooked a few at a
time and brought piping hot to the table. In Moscow, St. Petersburg, provincial towns
and tiny villages, there were carnivals and celebrations; figures in masks raced
through the streets, travelling actors entertained the peasants, and bear trainers came
with their dancing bears.
