Healthy Eating

Food gives us energy, makes us grow and helps to stay healthy. We need to eat something from
all the food groups every day. Fruit and vegetables, cereals and grains, fats and sugar, meat and protein
and dairy (MOJIOYHBIEC IPOTYKTHI).

Fruit and vegetables give us lots of vitamins and minerals and help us grow and stay healthy.
We should eat five portions of fruit and vegetables every day. A portion is one piece of fruit, a serving
(6;mro0) of vegetables or a glass of juice.

Cereals and grains are things like bread, rice, potatoes and noodles. These foods give us the
energy we need. Half of what we eat every day should come from this group.

Fats and sugars are things like oils, biscuits, sweets, chocolate and ice cream. These foods give
us energy and are important for our nervous system. But too much of this food can make you fat and
can be bad for your teeth. You should not eat more than two sweet or fatty things a day.

Meats and proteins are foods like chicken, fish, duck, eggs, nuts, beans and tofu. These foods
give us important minerals and help us to build and repair our bodies. We need to eat a little of this
food every day (about 10% of our food).

The Vologda Region

According to some facts, the first settlements in the VVologda region were founded
along the Mologa and Sukhona rivers and near the Beloe lake. One of the first towns of the
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region is Beloozero in 862.

It is situated in northwestern Russia 500 Km off Moscow and borders on the Republic of
Karelia, on the Arkhangelsk, Kostroma, Yaroslavl, Tver, Novgorod, and Leningrad regions. The
region occupies the territory of 145.7 thousand square kilometers. The Vologda territory is
crossed by important ways connecting central Russia with the Urals and Siberia. The rivers
flowing through the region's territory carry their waters to the Baltic, White and Caspian seas.
The centre of the region is Vologda. The city of Cherepovets is the first city in the region by its
population and industrial value. It is one of the largest centers of steel and chemical production in
the country.

The Vologda region is a vast wooded area with some 71% of its total land covered with
forests: mostly spruce, but also pine and deciduous (birch, aspen, etc.). Wood is the most
precious treasure of the region. The Vologda region has a really unique nature. The Sukhona,
Yug, Kubena, Sheksna rivers crossing its territory, as well as numerous lakes being pearls of the
Vologda land are sources of water resources. Vologda region is also characterized by a highly-
developed agroindustrial complex. It produces close to 100% of its needs for cereals, flax fibre,
meat, dairy products, poultry meat and vegetables. Also, Vologda butter, as well as VVologda lace,
is nowadays known world-wide.

The Vologda region is famous for the number and significance of its historical and
cultural monuments: the Vologda Kremlin; Spaso-Prilutsky, Kirillo-Belozersky, St. Ferapont, St.
Michael and Archangel monasteries. Ancient towns of VVologda,

Veliky Ustyug, Tot'ma, Ustyuzhna, Belozersk and Kirillov are well known all over the
country.

The modern history of partnership relations of the Vologda region with the foreign countries
spans many Yyears.

All the navigators
must be able to define the ship’s position, plot her course on the chart and take bearings.
Radio-officers are responsible for the radio-communications and keeping watch in the radio-
room. The Boatswain is in charge of keeping the ship’s hull, holds and tackle in good
condition.

The engine department consists of the Chief Engineer, the Second, Third and Fourth
Engineers, some motormen and two or three electricians. The engine department consists of
the Chief Engineer, the Second, Third and Fourth Engineers, some motormen and two or three
electricians.

Great Navigators

Kruzenshtern was born in Hagudi in Estonia on 19th November 1770. In 1787 he joined
the Russian Imperial Navy. Ivan wanted to establish direct communication between Russia and
China via the Cape of Good Hope. Tsar Alexander gave his permission and in August 1803
Kruzenshtern, commander of the Nadezhda, and Captain Yuri F. Lisyansky, commander of the
Neva, set sail. The leader of the voyage was Nikolai Rezanov. The purpose of the voyage was to
establish trade with China and Japan, diplomatic relations with Japan and to make trade with the
Americans easier.

The voyage lasted more than three years. When the men returned in 1806 from this first
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Russian round-the-world voyage, they wrote detailed reports of their trip.

They also created maps and drawings. Kruzenshtern’s reports were very important to the
world so they were translated into several languages including English and French.

Kruzenshtern became an admiral in 1841 and got the medal for Merit in 1842.

In old Russia, Maslenitsa began on the Sunday eight weeks before Easter and rose to a
pitch of merrymaking which ended abruptly eight days later on the evening of the following Sun-
day. Every day of Maslenitsa, before the long weeks of Lent (Benukuii moct), when all butter
was prohibited, Russian consumed huge quantities of bliny (pancakes) smothered in butter, at
every meal. Maslenitsa means “Butter Week™ in Russia. All restaurants and taverns served bliny,
always cooked a few at a time and brought piping hot to the table. In Moscow, St. Petersburg,
provincial towns and tiny villages, there were carnivals and celebrations; figures in masks raced
through the streets, travelling actors entertained the peasants, and bear trainers came with their
dancing bears.
