Professional education in Russian and in Great Britain

The following levels of vocational education are established in the Russian Federation:

v/ secondary vocational education (training programs for the training of skilled workers, employees,
training of mid-level specialists);

v higher education - bachelor's degree;

v higher education - specialty, magistracy;

v higher education - training of highly qualified personnel.

Professional educational programs, including for students, pupils with disabilities and disabled
people, are implemented in educational organizations of vocational education, including special (correc-
tional) for students, pupils with disabilities.

The state educational standard of secondary (complete) general education is implemented within
the framework of educational programs of secondary vocational education, taking into account the profile
of the vocational education received.

Like general education, vocational education focuses on personal development. VVocational educa-
tion differs from general education in the nature and direction of the acquired knowledge, skills and abili-
ties, the formation and improvement of those personal attitudes and qualities that are consistent with the
profession (specialty).

Compulsory education begins at the age of 5 when children go to primary school. Primary educa-
tion lasts for 6 years. It is divided into two periods: infant schools (pupils from 5 to 7 years old) and jun-
ior schools (pupils from 7 to 11 years old). In infant schools children don't have real classes. They mostly
play and learn through playing. It is the time when children just get acquainted with the classroom, the
blackboard, desks and the teacher. But when pupils are 7, real studying begins. They don't already play so
much as they did it in infant school. Now they have real classes, when they sit at desks, read, write and
answer the teacher's questions.

In Great Britain compulsory secondary education begins when children are 11 or 12 and lasts for
5 years. Secondary school is traditionally divided into 5 forms: a form to each year. Children study Eng-
lish, Mathematics, Science, History, Art, Geography, Music, a Foreign language and have lessons of
Physical training. Religious education is also provided. English, Mathematics and Science are called
"core" subjects. At the age of 7,11 and 14 pupils take examinations in the core subjects.

There are 3 types of state secondary schools in Great Britain. They are:

1. comprehensive schools, which take pupils of all abilities without exams. In such schools pu-
pils are often put into certain sets or groups, which are formed according to their abilities for technical or
humanitarian subjects. Almost all senior pupils (around 90 per cent) go there;

2. grammar schools, which give secondary education of a very high standard. Entrance is based
on the test of ability, usually at 11. Grammar schools are single sexed schools;

3. modern schools, which don't prepare pupils for universities. Education in such schools gives
good prospects for practical jobs.

After five years of secondary education, at the age of 16, pupils take the General Certificate of
Secondary Education (GCSE) examination. When they are in the third or in the forth form, they begin to
choose their exam subjects and prepare for them.

After finishing the fifth form pupils can make their choice: they may either leave school and go
to a Further Education College or continue their education in the sixth form. Those who stay at school af-
ter GCSE, study for 2 more years for "A' (Advanced) Level Exams in two or three subjects which is nec-
essary to get a place at one of British universities.

Russian science has more than once achieved outstanding successes in major areas of the world
scientific and technological progress. The goal is clear; it is a sharp turn of the country towards intensive
development by accelerating scientific and technological progress. Our scientists and inventors have en-
riched science and technology with great achievements. Many discoveries of great theoretical and practi-
cal significance have been made in our country recently. They deal with various fields of science such as
chemistry, physics, biology, metallurgy and so on. In the field of chemistry our scientists have created
new polymers which possess valuable properties for our industry. Thus one kilogram of polymer con-
structional material can replace four to five kilograms of rolled ferrous metals. The production of one ton
of plastic parts requires two or three times less energy than the manufacture of the same amount of metal
parts.

Our great scientist N. N. Semenov has made great discoveries in the field of chain reactions. He
has formulated the theory of chemical chain, branched reactions. N. D. Zelinsky's works have formed the
basis for synthesizing of a large number of new compounds. A team of Russian researchers has evolved a
new method of extracting phenol and acetone from benzene and propylene. A very interesting experiment
has been carried out by the research workers of the Institute of High Pressure Physics. This experiment
has resulted in obtaining metallic hydrogen, which possesses very important properties, namely the prop-
erty of superconductivity at high temperatures.

Another great discovery was made in the Kurchatov Nuclear Energy Institute by V. Mostovoy, the
head of the Neutron Physics Laboratory. His research is concerned with the analysis of the probability of
isomeric U?® fission, interacting with thermal or slow neutrons. For his work he was awarded the Kur-
chatov Gold Medal. Russian scientists are occupied with ecological problems.

They have drawn up a large programme of experiments dealing with environmental pollution.
They have investigated the state of the air and water, the changes in climate and weather as a result of ex-
tensive environmental pollution. Outstanding investigations were made in the field of space. Russian
space research has opened a new era of scientific knowledge. Great successes in space research have been
the result of experimental activity of our scientists. Our scientists, engineers, cosmonauts have carried out
a series of investigations in space science. They were the first to explore outer space for peaceful purpos-
es, to study global natural phenomena and resources.

Ships make fast to a berth alongside or stern to. Approaching her berth the ship must reduce speed and
stop the engine. Heaving lines and mooring ropes should be ready for use. Anchors must be ready to let go.

The third mate is usually on the forecastle deck and the second mate is on the after deck. The captain
directs the work from the bridge.

The ship’s headway is used to bring the ship alongside the berth. A ship is made fast to the pier by
mooring ropes. They consist of a headline, a forward breast line, a forward spring, a stern line, an aft breast
line and an aft spring. Near the berth the heaving lines and mooring ropes are passed ashore and then se-
cured to shore bollards.

Types and causes of pollution from ships
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A. Pollution by oil

Pollution by oil cargoes receives a lot of attention. The most common type of pollution is caused by bun-
ker heavy fuel oil.

Pollution by fuel oil can occur:

during bunkering operation;

during shipboard operation (re-pumping, ballasting)

due to an accident (collision, grounding)

as an act of discharging oil into the sea which constitutes as a criminal act.

During bunkering operation, weather in port, alongside or at anchor, attention is required by all crew
members involved. The prevention of pollution by oil is covered by MARPOL 73/78 Annex I.

B. Pollution by noxious liquid substances

Pollution by chemicals are rare and occurs mainly during cargo operations or as consequence of an acci-
dent such as collision. However the damage to the environment may be catastrophic, depending on the
nature of the chemicals escaping from the vessel and the effects are immediate or long lasting. The pre-
vention of such pollution is covered by MARPOL 73/78 Annex II.

C. Pollution by harmful substances in packaged form

Pollution by dangerous cargo occurs occasionally by accident when cargo is lost overboard and, to a less-
er, extent, during cargo operations. The prevention of dangerous packaged goods pollution is covered by
MARPOL 73/78 Annex Il1.

D. Pollution by sewage

More regulations to prevent pollutions by sewage and thus avoid detrimental effects on the marine envi-
ronment and its flora and fauna have been required due to the increasing number of passengers carried by
ships. MARPOL 73/78 Annex IV sets out regulations for the Prevention of Pollution by Sewage from
Ships.

E. Pollution by garbage

Pollution by disposal of ship’s garbage is not only prohibited under MARPOL, Annex V, but also consti-
tutes as a criminal offence similar to pollution by oil. Pollution by garbage is mainly caused by careless or
intentional disposal overboard. It has various impacts on the environment. Garbage not only pollutes
beaches but also harms marine fauna. It can seriously disrupt factories which are located on waterways
and use water for cooling purposes by blocking their suction cages. In port with garbage disposal facili-
ties, garbage disposal should be carried out in accordance with the vessel’s Garbage Management Plan.
Garbage includes ship’s domestic waste, wrappings from provisions and stores delivered on board,
sweepings from the cargo holds.

F. Pollution by ballast water

Ballast water from vessels is one of the major sources of the global introduction and spread of harmful
aquatic organisms and pathogens. On 1 December 1997 the IMO Assembly adopted Guidelines for the
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Control and Management of Ship’s Ballast Water to Minimize the Transfer of Harmful Aquatic Organ-
isms and Pathogens. Certain port States have imposed significant control procedures, detentions and fines
on vessels discharging ballast water in their jurisdictions.

G. Air Pollution

Air pollution is caused by deficiencies in vessels’ exhaust pipe filters when burning heavy fuel oil. Air
pollution from exhaust gases contributes to global warming and can be reduced by achieving a more
clean combustion by fuel oils. Pollution of air by soot from ship’s funnel may still occur. Annex VI to
MARPOL 73/78 sets out regulations for the preventions of air pollution. Also, there are EU directives on
restrictions on the use of MDO (Marine Diesel Oil).

Life-Saving Appliances

All standard life-saving equipment on board any vessel can be divided into two main groups: per-
sonal life-saving appliances and survival craft.

Personal life-saving appliances include life-jackets, immersion or survival suits, thermal protective
aids and life-buoys.

There must be at least one life-jacket for every person on board. It is kept ready for use in a box
specially provided for this purpose either in a cabin or on the boat deck or near the muster station. Addi-
tional life-jackets must also be stored elsewhere, e. g. on the navigating bridge for the persons on watch
there. Life-jackets can be either rigid or inflatable.

The immersion suit protects the wearer in distress against hypothermia. It covers the entire body
including head, hands and feet and leaves only the face uncovered. The gloves are firmly fastened to the
suit. Depending on a type it is worn with or without a life-jacket. A watertight zip fastens the suit. Immer-
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sion suits allow the wearer to climb up or down vertical ladders, to carry out the tasks involved in aban-
doning the ship, to jump into the water from a low height, to swim at a short distance, to remain in water
at 0 degree for at least 6 hours.

Cargo and passenger vessels are equipped with thermal protective aids. Thermal protective aids
protect wearers in open life-boats against getting soaked and against hypothermia. The thermal protective
aid consists of a waterproof covering with closed sleeves, hood and zip-fastener. The material is a water-
proof foil with a low specific thermal conductivity. It is worn on top of the clothing, covers the entire
body except for the face, can be removed in not more than 2 minutes in the water.

All cargo and passenger vessels are equipped with life-buoys which help to keep the person in the
water afloat. They shall be capable of floating in fresh water for at least 24 hours, have an outer diameter
of not less than 400 mm and shall be painted a highly visible colour.

Both passenger and cargo vessels must carry a life-buoy on each side of the navigating bridge in
such a way that they can be promptly released to drop clear of the ship’s side.

Survival Craft

Since Middle Ages seafaring has become a hazardous occupation, and it is still same today. People
of different countries have made efforts to improve safety at sea. As a result we have modern saving
equipment, including saving appliances: personal and collective (survival craft).

There are different types of collective life-saving appliances: open lifeboats, totally enclosed
lifeboats, rescue boats, and liferafts.

A lifeboat is primary life-saving equipment. There are open lifeboats and totally enclosed lifeboats
which can be made of wood, steel, aluminium and of glassfibre-reinforced plastic.

Modern lifeboats are fast and highly maneuverable. They are provided with modern technical
improvements. They make lifeboats more capable of services.

An open liboat is traditional. It can be got in very quickly, even by passangers who have had no
experienece in survival at sea. But this boat does not have enough stability and it doesn’t provide any
protection against heat, cold or rain.

A partially enclosed life-boat is provided with rigid covers and foldable canopy: two persons can
erect the canopy. The boat has entrances at both ends and on each side. You may open or close the
entrances when you are inboard or outboard. The boat protects you from sea water, rain and wind.
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A rescue boat is designed to rescue a person in distress. It can be of a rigid or of an inflatable
construction or a combination of these. It is designed to be faster launched even if the ship is underway. It
can carry at least 5 persons.

All ships of 85 metres in length are required to have a totally enclosed lifeboat. Some models have
internal air supply. It protects you from sea water, cold, rain, wind.

A free-fall life boat is a special totally enclosed lifeboat, which is launced with the free-fall
principle. The boat is designed with rear facing seats and safety belts.

An inflatable liferaft is made in different sizes from 6 to 25 persons and even of 35 and 45 persons
capacity. All liferafts are divided into two groups: thrown-overboard liferafts and davit launced liferafts.
They are different in construction. Thrown-overboard liferafts don’t have a lowering shackle and an
inner attachment which liferafts suitable for lowering have.

Lifeboats and liferafts are to save lives, and crew is able to do it only if they are properly
maintained, and the crew knows how to operate them.
